A Early Bird: the first job of the day and a great way
to settle in. (please try not to be late)

A Carpet inputs: usually 3 carpet sessions a day (not
more than 10 mins at this time of the year)

A Independent learning: where the children can access
the activities set up in the classrooms (inside and
outside)

A Phonics: Teaching of the individual sounds, letter
names and letter shape. (Start in a few weeks time).

A Guided Reading: a guided group for reading, children
have 1-2 groups per week
